Pandit Hiralal Shastri

Q g iralal Shastri was born on November 24, 1899 at Jobner in Jaipur
'\g‘\\3 District, Born in a peasant family, he had his early education in
> Q) Jobner. Hiralal secured the degree of Sahitya Shastri in 1920. He

took B.A. degree in 1921 from Maharaja’s College, Jaipur, securing
the first rank.

From early childhood Pandit Hiralal Shastri had a burning desire to go to
some village and devote his life to the service of the down-trodden. Though he
joined Jaipur State Service in 1921 and had a meteoric rise to become
Secretary in the Home and Foreign Departments, he resigned the same in
1927. While in administrative service he displayed qualities of hard work,
efficiency and fearlessness.

In 1929, in fulfilment of his childhood resolve, Pandit Hiralal Shastri
selected a remote and backward village Banthali 45 miles from Jaipur and
founded Jeevan Kutir’ there. Here he trained a band of dedicated social
workers and endeavoured to implement a programme of rural
reconstruction. These workers later became the heralds of political
awakening in many of the Rajputana States. He himself was drawn to
political arena when he was given the responsibility to re-organise Jaipur
Rajya Praja Mandal in 1937 of which he was twice elected General
Secretary and twice President.

In 1939 he led the Praja Mandal’s Satyagraha for achievement of civil
liberties and suffered a six month imprisonment. In 1947 he was appointed
General Secretary of All India States Peoples Conference. The same year he
was elected to the Constituent Assembly.

On the installation of representative Government in Jaipur State in 1948
Pandit Hiralal Shastri took over as the Chief Minister and when Rajasthan
State was formed on March 30, 1949 he became its first Chief Minister. On
him fell the herculean task of integrating the diverse princely units into
effective modern administration. He accomplished this task ably in a short
period. He resigned on January 5, 1951 and later became member of
Second Lok Shabha.

Banasthali Vidyapith, founded by Pandit Hiralal Shastri, has today become
a premier national institution for women’s education.

Pandit Hiralal Shastriji passed away on December 28, 1974. Forthright and
fearless in his views, an Indian to the core of his heart, a selfless social
worker, Pandit Hiralal Shastri was a farsighted and popular leader. To him
goes largely the credit of laying the foundation of strong, unified and
progressive Rajasthan.

=~ orn in middle class family of school teacher, Ratanji was brought up
X‘C\\\ with that blending of affection and discipline which is congenial for the
=4 development of a rounded personality. She could get little formal
education owing to her early marriage but she is a true example of
education as the “‘manifestation of perfection already in man”’.
That is why when her husband resigned from the prestigious post of Secretary in
Home and Foreign Department of former Jaipur State, with a view to take up a
programme of village reconstruction in a small, remote backward village, she
welcomed the move and stood by him amidst all the troubles and tribulations.
For seven years the Shastris made Banasthali, a very small village, far way from
any town and which could be reached only by bulllock cart, their field of activity.
There, they trained a group of like-minded workers for taking up similar
programme in other villages.
Giving up Purdah and ornaments in the Rajasthan of those times (1929) by a
middle class woman in itself was an act of great courage. Creating an example
for others and persuading others to do so was a great achievement. A number of
women workers thus prepared to take up work in society in those difficult days.
The programme that the Shastris took up in the village involved Khadi and self
reliance, literacy and medical relief, and social and political awakening. An
institution called, Jiwan Kutir was founded by the Shastris in 1929 for rural
reconstruction work and for training of workers for similar work in other parts
of the country.
The Shastris lost their daughter, Shanta, at the tender age of 12, Shanta had
evinced a great interest in teaching young children and wanted a room for her
school for which she had even prepared 600 mud bricks with her own hand.
Ratanji took upon herself the task of translating Shanta’s dream into reality.
This was the genesis of the Banasthali Vidyapith for which Ratanji has earned
fame. The Vidyapith, a national institution for education and training of women
was founded in 1935. While being busy with his newly started venture Smt.
Shastri also took a leading part in organising the Jaipur Satyagraha.
The Vidyapith is a unique centre for learning, from Nursery to the Post-
graduate stage, offering to girls modern education without sacrificing India’s
basic cultural tradition. Some of its significant aspects are mentioned below.
It emphasizes a synthesis of the spiritual and scientific values of East and West,
it inculcates faith in democratic values, in the essential unity of all religions, and
in fostering a sprit of national integration alongwith that of international
goodwill and understanding. Community life in the hostels and studying
together under a common educational programme of students speaking
different languages and belonging to different casts, creeds, and religions
provide a very natural environment for inculcating the above faith.
The educational thinking and programme of the Vidyapith is based on the
principles of progressive education, It has developed its programme of
Panchmukhi Shiksha consisting of Physical, Practical, Aesthetic, and a varied
range of co-curricular activities (like : Sanganeri Printing, Clay-modelling,
Papier-mache, Batik, Yogic Asanas, Swimming, Boating, Cycling, Riding,
Flying, Shooting, Kathak, Manipuri, Bhartnatyam Dances), providing the
students with a number of alternatives as means to their personality
development.
The social, practical and productive aspects of education are equally
emphasised. Work experience and social service are given their due place in the
Vidyapith’s educational programme.
When the Vidyapith was established in 1935 bringing out girls from secluded
homes and providing them general education it was in itself a stupendous task.
Even then the Vidyapith had aimed at providing the girls with an education
which will enable them to secure a place of honour and equality in the society. In
the changed context this means that the girls should not simply be provided with

general education but should be given education
which will enable them to compete on equal terms
in a society which is becoming more and more
competitive.

The Vidyapith is deeply conscious of the crisis of
values that mark the modern society. In its view
education is one of the potent instruments for
trying to meet this crisis. Hence the Vidyapith’s
entire educational effort and programmes have in
view this imperative need of creating a proper
sense of values among the students. In this context
it emphasizes a harmonious balance of the spiritual
and scientific values of East and West, simple and
natural living and an attempt to strike a balance
between individual freedom and social
responsibility designed to achieve the above
objectives.

Thus Banasthali’s work in the field of women’s
education has been of a special type. It cannot be
classified as routine type of work. It also cannot be
classified as social welfare type of work. It is a
unique blending of the two types.

The Vidyapith has now been recognised as an
institution deemed to be University.

Smt. Shastri has been a member of several
prominent State and Central level Boards and
Committees in the field of social welfare and
education.

Citation in Honour of Smt. Ratan Shastri

JAMNALAL BAJAJ AWARD FOR OUTSTANDING CONTRIBUTION IN THE FIELD OF
UPLIFTAND WELFAREOF WOMEN AND CHILDREN

Education is interpreted as the manifestation of perfection in man. Smt. Ratan Shastri most
eminently embodies this idea, though she has had little formal education. The Banasthali
Vidyapith, which she founded in 1935 for promoting women’s education and which has now
acquired the status of a ‘Deemed University’, is a symbol of her noble mind, integrity and
tireless devotion.

Itwas, indeed, a great and revolutionary achievement on the part of Smt. Ratan Shastri that, in
tradition-ridden Rajasthan, she persuaded the womenfolk to discard the purdah system and
come out of the four walls of their houses with a view to studying together. She set an example in
this regard by discontinuing the purdah herself and taking part in the Jaipur Satyagraha during
the freedom struggle.

Right from its inception the Banasthali Vidyapith rightly recognised the importance of
integrating the basic cultural traditions of India with the concepts of modern education in its
academic and co-curricular programmes for brining about the development of personality of its
students. Apart from providing general education from the Nursery to the post-graduate level,
the Vidyapith organises varied activities which not only make the female student self-reliant,
but also add a touch of the finer elements of art and culture to make their lives more beautiful
and meaningful.

Today, in a situation in which everyone feels restless and frustrated over the breakdown and
disintegration of values, the progressive efforts of Smt. Ratan Shastri over the last five decades
provide ample evidence of the firmness of her mind, character and practical conduct and also
offer a ray of hope. She insisted that courses of study at Banasthali should be based on a
synthesis between the spiritual approach of East and the scientific outlook of the West. This
educational philosophy of hers nurtures democratic values, national integration, universal
religious harmony and international goodwill in the minds of the students. Great emphasis is
placed on the integrated development of the various facets of personality of the students, and
equally on creating consciousness in their minds about their social responsibility. The persuit of
these mutually related goals reflects the strength of Smt. Shastri’s lofty vision.

Besides contributing to the cause of women’s education, Smt. Shastri carried out a number of
programmes for the development of Banasthali Village. Khadi and self-reliance, literacy drive,
medical assistance and the like being more marked among them.

By selecting Smt. Ratan Shastri for the Jamnalal Bajaj Award for outstanding contribution in
the field of uplift and welfare of women and children, the Trustees of the Foundation feel
honoured to recognise her selfless and well-planned services for uplifting the social status of
women.

University for Women: University with a difference
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Banasthali Vidyapith is a national institution
imparting education to girls from nursery to Ph.D
level.

This institution provides the perfect ambience for
imparting education. Banasthali Vidyapith aims at
inspiring students to be enthusiastic life-long
learners and instills a firm foundation based on an
understanding of Indian culture, society and values.
It has formulated the aim of its educational effort
in terms of harmonious synthesis of the spiritual
heritage and the scientific achievement of the East
and West.

The origin of Banasthali is unique in more ways
than one. The Vidyapith owes its existence neither
to the zeal of an educationist nor to that of a social
reformer. Itisalso nota creation of philanthropist's
purse. It has arisen like the fabled phoenix from the
ashes of a blossoming flower Shantabai that had
withered before its bloom. It is a spontaneous
filling of the vacuum caused by Shantabai's death.
Her eternal love has been the fountainhead of all
the thinking and action and this spirit has been the
motivating force.

It was on October 6, 1935 that Smt. Ratan Shastri
and Pandit Hiralal Shastri (Former Secretary in
the home and foreign department) founded
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Banasthali Vidyapith to fill up the vacuum caused
by the sudden death of their highly talented and
promising daughter Shantabai. They had a high
expectation that she would work for women's cause
of growing up.

Guiding each student to achieve her true potential
the Vidyapith ensures that every student develops
tolerance and understanding as an integral part of
learning at residential schools.

Students are taught to be caring and responsible in
their actions. Right from its establishment
Banasthali Vidyapith strives to prepare students
capable of achieving the ultimate academic
potential along with shaping a well developed and
complete personality.

Vidyapith aims at providing educational excellence
with mentors who desire to make a difference in the
lives of students by carving them into successful
individuals who will make a difference to the
environment and the group they are associate with.
Banasthali's work in the field of women's education
has been of a special type. It can neither be
classified as a routine type of work nor a social type
of work but a unique blending of the two. Education
at Banasthali is such that it liberates the human
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Panchmukhi Shiksha

mind from the bondage of ignorance and leads it
towards enlightenment.

For all round development of the student Vidyapith
has evolved a system of five fold education
comprising the following aspects.

1. Physical: The Vidyapith has always accorded an
important place to physical education in its
educational programme.To begin with, its
programme of physical education comprises
indigenous games swimming, horse riding, Parade
(Bulbul, Guiding, N.C.F.) gymnastics and yogic
exercises, the field in which it earned a statewide
reputation.

Vidyapith also established its flying club, rifle
shooting etc. In flying two of our students got
private pilot's license and many qualified for solo
flight. The students participate in tournaments at
various levels and have won not only individual
prizes butalso championship.

2. Practical Education: From the very beginning
Vidyapith has placed proper emphasis on the
practical side of our educational programme.
Under practical education- Sanganery Printings,
Tie and Dye, Boutique, Tailoring, Embroidery,
Cooking, Craft, Paper-mache, Radio Jockey, T.V.
anchor, Audio Video production etc are included.
Students are encouraged to perform cleaning
washing and collective Shramdaan.

3. Aesthetic:  Music (vocal and instrumental),
sitar, Sarod, Voilin, guitar, tabla, dance (Kathak,
Bharatnatyam Manipuri, Rajasthani) and drama
add colour, variety and richness to life. They are an
integral part of art education. Paintings including
fresco work develop an aesthetic sense among the
students. We have a full — fledged orchestra of
classical instrumental music & Rajasthani folk
Music.
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4. Moral: Morality is an all embracing quality of
human personality affecting one's whole thought
and action. It is developed not so much as a result
of direct preaching as of sharing actual
experiences and responsibility of life.

Respect for all the religions by means of collective
prayers and weekly talk by guest speakers based on
moral stories are regular features. The unique
feature of imparting moral education is through
morning and evening prayers held by relay system,
which include Ramayan path, recitation of
mantras from Vedas Shlokes from Gita, preaching
from Quran, bible and Guru Grantha Sahib along
with bhajans as we strongly believe in Sarva
Dharma Samanavya.

The environment of the institution and personal
examples of the staff are also a powerful influence
in moulding the character of students. Festivals of
all religions are celebrated.

5. Intellectual: Class room teaching, efficient
library and reading room service, educational
projects, students associations and debating
societies including student's parliament help in the
intellectual development of the Vidyapith students.

Other than language and Mathematics natural and
social sciences are taught right from the beginning.
Knowledge of world history also occupies a key
position in the intellectual development of the
Vidyapith students.

Educational tours, festivals, fairs, theme based
exhibitions, one act plays related to different
subject, use of charts models, multimedia
presentation prepared by students as well and
educational games are some of the ways of
imparting knowledge to students. Qur system of
imparting knowledge is not exam oriented but
focuses on the development of overall personality

of a child. I 13

Major school activities

The school firmly believes that textual studies are
not enough for holistic development of a child,
therefore it provides a spectrum of in house
activities through its programme of Panchmukhi
shiksha. The main thrust of activities at the
Vidyapith is visualized to promote the development
of the students including physical, practical,
aesthetic, moral and intellectual aspects.

Morning Assembly

A few minutes are spared in the morning assembly
time every day and students by rotation give the
thought for the day, shloke recitation, important
news of the day and impart some information about
educational facts and recent discoveries.

Students' council
If we are to live in a democratic community we
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must permit our students to have the experience of
governing some of their own affairs. Hence, there
isaduly constituted organization of students called
Bal-Samiti with some office bearers-president,
vice-president and a few ministers to look after
discipline, cultural activities and so on.

House System

The house system is an effective step for the
personality development of the student. The entire
students population is distributed into eight houses
for academic, cultural and outdoor activities. Inter
house competitions are organized to inculcate the
spirit of competition as well as sportsman spirit.

The houses have staffs and captains and it believes
in delegating responsibilities among members to
develop a sense of responsibility, a spirit of healthy
competition and an atmosphere of friendly
maturity.

Intellectual activities

The cultural symposium includes dramatics,
debates, speech, recitation, story telling, hand

Prosp
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writing, math's quiz, and science quiz. These
activities are meaningfully organized with a range
of competitions. The competition being novel and
educative strengthens the curricular programme.

Though the medium of instruction is Hindi, English
enjoys a prominent place in school division.
Facilities for developing the four skills namely
reading, writing, speaking and listening are being
provided to the students through various
educational games. Keeping the students in good
humour and to inculcate desired interest in studies
with clarity of concepts, modern techniques in
education are used.

Exhibition

To provide a platform to bring forward the
creativity and talent of the children to explore the
hidden talents of the students, theme based
exhibitions are put up by the students regularly.
Parents along with staff throng the premises of the
school. The exhibition is always a resounding
success.

Festivals and Fairs

As far as festivals are concerned students celebrate
all the national and religious festivals like Gandhi
Jayanti, Independence Day, Republic Day and so on
with great enthusiasm. Raksha Bandhan is
celebrated by having on the spot Rakhi Making
competition.

Janamasthami is celebrated with tableau
presentation on the birth and life history of Lord
Krishana. Even Hindi Divas is observed by the
students with the recitation of poems of great poets
known as Bal-kavi Sammelan and some famous

one-act plays are staged. Other activities also hold
a key position which includes celebration of Hindi
Saptah, Sanskrit Diwas, World Maths Day, World
Science Day and Nutrition Week.

Achievements

The school regularly sponsors its students to
various local, state, regional, national and
international level competitions in art, essay
writing etc. Our students come out with flying
colours winning gold medals, silver medals, bronze
medals, book prize and merit award certificate.

To provide the students with the very best literature
and reference the school has a well stocked library
with a repository of more than 62,000 books at
each wing with encyclopedias, dictionaries,
reference books, manuals, classics, journals etc.
The library is accessible even after school hours for
the students for reference work. The library also
has a wide range of magazines and periodicals and
students are encouraged to develop reading habits
to enrich their knowledge and improve vocabulary.

In the present age the advent of educational
technology has proved a boon for education. In this
matter our school is not lagging behind as we have
hi-tech labs for multimedia presentation, english
language laboratory and mathematics laboratory.

The school can also boast of well equipped science
laboratories in Physics, Chemistry and Biology to
satiate the desire for learning for science scholars.
There are well equipped Home Science
laboratories in child development home
management and food and nutrition.

Banasthali Vidyapith. Excellent sports facilities
and the services of dedicated coaches in different
disciplines have made the school sports contingents
a formidable force on the play field.

Rules regarding admission of Foreign/NRI/NRI
Sponsored students-

Prospectus and admission forms for other
courses through registered post can be
obtained by sending a bank DD for Rs. 1000/-
in the name of Secretary, Banasthali Vidyapith
(Rajasthan) Pin-304022. The same can also be
obtained personally through a cash payment of
Rs.1000/-

A limited number of seats are available for
foreign/NRI/NRI Sponsored candidates.
Admission against these seats are made
directly based upon the merit and the
applicants do not have to appear in the
aptitude test. In class 6 only in rare cases
admission is given to NRI candidates only at
the discretion of the Vice-Chancellor.

At the corner of the form on the first page there
is a choice for Foreign or NRI category of
students which should be ticked (v) carefully.

The full payment of tuition fee for NRI students
will be taken at the time of admission. Fee
structure is provided in page number 39 and
41.

Once astudent isadmitted ina programme as a
foreign/NRI Sponsored student then she will
remain in this category for the full duration of
the programme (till Class 12). The decision of
Vidyapith will be final and will have to be
adhered to by the applicant.

Generally fees are accepted in foreign currency

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Security Deposit (Refundable)

In case a student remains absent from the
hostel for more than 15 days on account of
valid medical grounds with authorized
permission of the Vidyapith, the Vice-
Chancellor may consider to waive off / provide
rebate on the mess charges for the period of
absence.
